Students should:

have the opportunity to participate in a
variety of speaking and listening activities:

give short speeches and presentations,
expressing their own ideas and keeping to
the point

participate in formal debates and
structured discussions, summarising and/or
building on what has been said

Improvise, rehearse and perform play
scripts and poetry in order to generate
language and discuss language use and
meaning, using role, intonation, tone,
volume, mood, silence, stillness and action
to add impact.
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The range will include:

English literature, both pre-
1914 andShakespeare (two
plays)

Seminal world literature e.g.
Grimm’s Fairytales, Greek
Mythology, Canterbury Tales,
Diary of Anne Frank, The Raven
(at least two authors each
year)

Be given opportunities to choose
and read books independently
for challenge, interest and
enjoyment

Be allowed to re-read books
encountered earlier to increase
familiarity with them

Be taught new vocabulary,
relating it explicitly to known
vocabulary and understanding it
with the help of context and
dictionaries

Learn to understand the effects
of setting, plot and
characterisation

studying the effectiveness and

impact of the grammatical

features of the texts they read
drawing on new vocabulary and
grammatical constructions from their
reading and listening, and using these
consciously in their writing and speech to
achieve particular effects
knowing and understanding the
differences between spoken and written
language, including differences associated
with formal and informal registers, and
between Standard English and other
varieties of English

using Standard English confidently in their
own writing and speech English discussing
reading, writing and spoken language with
precise and confident use of linguistic and
literary terminology.

Students should:

e be taught to summarise and
organise material and support
ideas and arguments with any
necessary factual detail

e learn to apply their growing
knowledge of vocabulary,
grammar and text structure to
their writing selecting the
appropriate form

e be enabled to draw on
knowledge of literary and
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Understand and respond to
ideas, viewpoints, themes and
purposes in texts

historical and cultural contexts in
which they were written
